Admissions on Recommendation for Technical College Students

needs from a broad, cross-disciplinary perspective. These qualities will be evaluated through an
interview examination (including oral questioning) based on the aptitude screening documents and

the application documents.

Admissions for General Applicants
This selection admits candidates who possess the fundamental academic skills particularly

necessary for engineers, as well as basic foreign language communication abilities. These
fundamental academic skills will be evaluated through written or oral examinations. Basic foreign
language communication abilities will be evaluated using TOEIC or TOEFL scores. Other qualities

will be evaluated through an interview examination based on the application documents.
