(2) Resident Registration ~——

Under the Alien Registration Act all foreigners living in Japan are required to notify the local

municipal office about the place of residence along with the Residence Card within 14 days.
(see p.53, p.54 for municipal office map)

(Note) Including those who have stated in their passport that ‘The Residence Card will
be issued at a later date’. In that case, please bring the passport to complete the
procedure.

If you want to change the current address, please bring your Residence Card and go to the
local municipal office within 14 days for procedure.

If you want to change your name/nationality/region, or lost your Residence Card, or extend
your period of stay, please go to the Immigration Services Bureau for procedure. If you lost
your Residence Card, please also report to the police station near the place you lost.

(3) “My Number” -Individual Number System (Social Security
and Tax Number System) / My Number Card

“My Number” is a 12-digit number designated to every person (including foreigners) who
has a certificate of residence in Japan. “My Number” will be used for legally stipulated
administrative procedures in the areas of social security, taxation, disaster response, and even
National Health Insurance Card.
A “Notification for My Number” with the individual number will be sent from the municipal
office with resident registration, so please keep it in a safe place. Students who work as RA/TA
need to show “My Number” to the university, and students who work part-time need to show
“My Number” to the workplace.
Also, the new issuing of National Health Insurance Card has been discontinued since
December 2nd, 2024 so please apply for My Number Card to use as the National Health
Insurance Card. You need to submit the notification in case of any changes in your period of
stay and you need to return the card when you leave Japan.

(4) National Health Insurance (Kokumin-Kenkohoken)

International students with a status of residence of “Student” are required to join the National
Health Insurance, so please complete the procedure at the municipal office. (see p.22)

(5) National Pension System (Kokumin-Nenkin)
All persons aged 20 to 59 years who live in Japan are obliged to join the National Pension
System regardless of nationality. International students also need to join the pension. You will
be exempted from the insurance fee by applying for “Special Payment System for Students” at
the municipal office.

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(6) Opening a Bank Account

Please open a bank account for scholarships or other use. After opening an account, please
bring your passbook and report to the Student Section. In case of Japan Post Bank, please go
to the post office.

@ Changing the type of registration (Japan Post Bank)
When you open a bank account at Japan Post Bank for the first time, you will be registered as
a “Non-resident”. Please change the type of registration from “Non-resident” to “Resident”
after 6 months of your resident registration in Japan. Or, if you get a part-time job and have
income, you can change the type of registration to “Resident” even if it’s less than 6 months
from the resident registration. If you remain “Non-resident”, you will pay an expensive charge
when you transfer money. You can change the type of registration at a nearby post office.

(7) Submission of Residence Notification

After completing the residence registration, you need to submit the residence notification to
a nearby post office, otherwise you may not receive any letters or packages. If you receive a
notice from a post office, you need to answer the residence status sending a reply card back or
bring the card to a nearby post office.

(8) Use of bicycle

+ Bicycle Theft Prevention Registration
When you buy a new bicycle or get a bicycle from others such as your friends or seniors, it
is necessary to register for theft prevention. Especially if you receive a bicycle from another
person, the previous owner must complete the deregistration. These procedures are required
to have a secondhand bicycle. To avoid getting in trouble, it would be better if you have
a “Transfer certificate for bicycle ownership” when you receive a bicycle from another
person.

After the Bicycle Theft Prevention Registration, you will get a sticker and it will be put on
your bicycle. Also, you will get the registration card that proves you have completed the
registration. Please do not peel off the sticker and keep the registration card safe.

Bicycle Insurance
Please be sure that you have bicycle insurance before using a bicycle.
It is an obligation of users to have bicycle insurance when riding a bicycle in Fukuoka.
*If you join “Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives” when you enroll in Kyutech,
it is not necessary to join another bicycle Insurance. “Comprehensive Insurance for
Students Lives” covers personal compensation responsibility.

Wearing a helmet
In Fukuoka, all cyclists will be required by law to make an effort to wear a helmet when
riding a bicycle. There are no fines but please wear a helmet for your safety.

In October 2016, the “Kyutech Fund” was established to inherit the support of the 100th
Anniversary Memorial Projects, which had been implemented since 2009.

Various support provided by this fund such as enhancement of education and research,
extracurricular activities of students, promotion of international exchange activities and job
hunting.

International students also receive other support such as holding international friendship party
and subsidizing the activities of KITFSA.

(15) Student Support Association of Kyutech (SSA)

This Association provides support to the student events for the purpose of improving student
life.

International students will be subsidized up to 5,000 yen when purchasing a bicycle.

(2) Interest-free loan
When international students have difficulty in paying admission fee, tuition, and necessary
expenses for moving in, interest-free loan of up to 100,000 yen will be available to receive.
Repayment is within one year from the date of receiving the loan, the repayment period
will be shortened if you graduate or complete before the repayment deadline. Please
contact the Student Section on your campus for details.

(16) Meisenkai (Alumni Association)

The “Meisenkai” has been organized as an alumni association at Kyutech since its predecessor,
the “Meiji College of Technology”.

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4. Health

(1) National Health Insurance

All international students who have a residence card and plan on being in Japan for 3 months

or more must enroll in National Health Insurance. Those enrolled will (as a rule) only pay 30%

of their medical expenses whenever they go to a medical facility due to sickness or injury.

However, any difference in bed fees, meals expenses etc. incurred at hospital must be paid for

by the patients themselves.

In addition, under the National Health Insurance, if your medical expenses at the same hospital

exceed the limit of your copayment amount within the same month, there is also a “High-cost

Medical Expense Benefit” in which the excess amount is refunded upon request.

It will be beneficial in case of major illness or hospitalization. Please apply the National Health

Insurance at the municipal office where you live. For details, please check with the above said

office or see the website of the municipality. (see p.53, p.54 for municipal office map)

(2) Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives
Coupled with “Gakkensai”

For those insured person of National Health Insurance and Gakkensai, this insurance covers
copayment paid at the medical institution and the freshmen (regular students) from 2019 are
required to join it.
(Note) Students who do not join Gakkensai (Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and
Research) are not eligible. Outpatients for treatment of dental diseases, hospitalizations due to mental
disorders, hemorrhoids, anal fissures, etc. are excluded. Please be sure to check the pamphlet for details.

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5. Certificates
(1) Student ID Card (Gakuseishou)

Student ID card will be issued to undergraduate and graduate students. Please carry the card all
the times as it will be needed when attending lectures, taking examinations and using various
facilities such as the library. Please apply for reissuance at the section in charge immediately if
lost. A fee is to be charged for reissuing.

(2) Certification of Registration

The certificate will be required for application of extension of school period, scholarships and
moving into public housing. Please issue the certificate by the automatic certificate issuance
machine.

(3) Transcript of Academic Records

The transcript will be required when applying for various scholarships. Please issue the
transcript by the automatic certificate issuance machine.

(4) Certificate of MEXT Scholarship Student
(Kokuhi-Ryugakusei-Shoumeisho)
The certificate will be required for application of extension of the period of stay, renewal of
your passport, and it will be a proof of becoming a guarantor when your family visits Japan.
If you need this certificate, please contact the Student Section.

(5) Certificate of Commuting (Tsugaku-Shoumeisho),

Student Discount (Gakuwari)
When purchasing a train or bus commuter pass, please contact the Student Section to receive
a certificate of commuting. Also, if you travel more than 101km by using JR, 20% of the fare
will be discounted. Please get it from the automatic certificate issuance machine if needed.
This discount is available for 10 tickets per person annually.
However, research students, special auditing students and special research students are not
qualified to have the benefits of discount tickets.

(6) Others

If you need certificates other than the above, please contact the Student Section.
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6. Housing

International students are living in the International House, public housing or private

apartments.

(1) International House (Tobata/lizuka)

Each room of International House is equipped with a kitchen, refrigerator, bed, and other
furniture. It has a seminar room, lounge, and laundry room as common facilities.

In order to give priority to those international students and research students who have just
arrived in Japan and start living in Japan with peace of mind, the period of residence is within
6 months in principle.

(2) Student Residence (Iizuka)
Student Residence is the shared room dormitory for both International and Japanese students.
1 unit consists of 3 rooms for living with 3 students, and there are 20 units.
Each unit of Student Residence is equipped with a kitchen, shower, toilet, refrigerator, washing
machine, microwave, table, air-conditioner, and other facilities. Each room is equipped with a
bed, table, chair, closet, air-conditioner and other facilities.
The period of residence is 1 year in principle.
Below is a list of the charges. No meals are provided.
1. Rent (per month): 15,000 yen
2. Utility charges (per month): about 5,000 yen to 10,000 yen

(3) Meisen Dormitory (Tobata)

Meisen Dormitory has 50 rooms for first-year undergraduates of both international and
Japanese students of School of Engineering (including privately-financed international
students and MEXT Scholarship students). Each room is equipped with a shower, toilet, closet,
curtains, balcony, ports for LAN and phone connection, bed, desk and chairs.
The period of residence is 1 year in principle.
Below is a list of the charges. No meals are provided.

1. Rent (per month): 15,000 yen

2. Utility charges (per month): 8,000 yen (3¢ may subject to change)
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(4) Global Cultivation Center (Tobata)

Global Cultivation Center has 42 rooms available for 2nd, 3rd, 4th year of undergraduates and
all graduates of both international and Japanese students of School of Engineering (including
privately-financed international students and MEXT Scholarship students). Each room is
equipped with curtains, balcony, ports for LAN and phone connection, bed, desk and chairs.
The period of residence is 1 year in principle.
Below is a list of the charges. No meals are provided.

1. Rent (per month): 15,000 yen

2. Utility charges (per month): 6,000 yen(>¢may subject to change)

@ Partial exemption for rent (Exemption amount: 7,000 yen per month)

Dormitories other than the International House, partial exemption for rent can be applied for
those privately-financed international students (undergraduate and graduate students) who
have excellent academic performance and difficulty to pay the rent in full. Please contact the

Student Section on your campus for more details.

(5) Public Housing and Private Apartment

There are prefectural and municipal public housing for moderate rents in the cities. The
qualification for moving in is decided. The available housing will be allocated by drawing or
by screening based on point system.

The rent for private apartment varies depending on the size and furnishing of the rooms.
The average of rent is 30,000 yen to 35,000 yen a month. In addition, it is customary to pay
security deposit, key money and a commission to the real estate agent, which can amount to
three or five times the monthly rent.

Depending on your usage, utilities must be paid which vary from 5,000 yen to 20,000 yen a

month for both public and private accommodation.

(*1) Using a Private Guarantee Company

In Japan, a joint guarantor is required when you rent a private apartment. If you have unpaid
rent, the landlord can directly contact and charge your joint guarantor without knowledge (after
failed attempts to reach you). However your responsibility still remains.

Kyutech cannot be a joint guarantor. When signing a new rental contract, please use a private
guarantee company. Private Guarantee Company is a company that will pay the rent if the
tenant fails to pay the rent on time. The company will be designated by the landlord and
management company. There are some private guarantee companies that can offer some

support in multiple languages in the event of trouble relating to moving-in.
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7. International Driving Permit

If you want to drive a car in Japan, you have to obtain an international driving permit in your
own country before coming to Japan, or convert your license to Japanese driver’s license after
your arrival in Japan.

Converting procedure can be carried out at the nearest Driver’s License Test Center. There
are application submission, aptitude test, traffic rules test, driving test (actually drive on an
indicated course). Please contact the counter for details.

* International driving permit is valid for 1 year and can not be renewed in Japan.
Comprehensive Insurance does not cover personal liability in the case of incidents involving
automobiles or motorcycles (including motorized bicycles).

You have to apply for car insurance beforehand for being claimed of high medical expenses
or compensation in case of an accident.

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8. Procedures for Immigration Services

(see p.55 for Immigration Services Bureau map)

Status of Residence

International students should have “Student” status of residence.
Please be aware if you don’t have “student” status, we might not be able to treat as an
International Student.

Be sure to inform the Student Section of your campus in advance in the case of below.

@ If, for unavoidable reasons, you change your residence status to something other than
“student”
*You will become ineligible for systems and scholarships for international students.

@ If you take a leave of absence from university
*Status of residence will be revoked depending on the lengh and reasons for the leave.

@ Requirement of carrying the residence card
Whenever you go out, you must always keep your residence card with you.

(1) Extension of Period of Stay

The period you are allowed to stay in Japan as an international student is from 3 months to 4
years and 3 months. This period can be extended by the prescribed procedure.

If you want to apply for extension, please contact the Student Section to prepare the necessary
documents, and then go to the Immigration Services Bureau from 3 months before the
expiration date of your period of stay to complete the procedure.

If your residence period ends and you are still in Japan, you may be deported as an “illegal
overstayer”.

@ If you have “My Number Card”, you need to submit a notification of change of period
of stay.

(2) End of Period of Stay

When your enrollment is ended at Kyutech, you can not stay in Japan even your residence card
is still valid. You have to return to your own country or change your status of residence or take
any suitable measure immediately. Please inform the Student Section of your campus before
you change the status of residence.

The international student has to notify its completion of enrollment at Kyutech within 14 days

to the Immigration Services Bureau.

Kyutech also reports the end of your acceptance to them, so please do not stay in Japan with
the status of “Student” while Kyutech as the host institution.
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(see p.55 for Immigration Services Bureau map)

(3) Leaving Japan temporarily and Re-entry

Foreigner who possesses a valid passport and residence card may leave Japan and return
within 1 year without needing to apply for a re-entry permission. This is called the “Special
Re-entry Permission”.

Please be sure to show your residence card when leaving Japan.

@ Once you have departed from Japan on a special re-entry permit, you will not be able to
extend that permit while abroad. Your status of residence will be lost if you fail to re-
enter Japan within 1 year of your departure.

@ If your period of stay is less than 1 year after leaving Japan, please re-enter Japan by that
expiration.

@ If you want to return to your own country or visit other countries temporarily, please
submit the “Notification of Temporary Overseas Travel” to the Student Section after

obtaining the approval of your academic advisor.

(4) Permission to engage in Activity other than that permitted
under the status of residence previously granted
(Shikakugai-Katsudo-Kyoka) /Part-time Job

Foreigner residing in Japan with a “Student” status is not allowed to work. If you want to do a

part-time job, you must obtain the Permission to engage in Activity other than that permitted

under the status of residence previously granted (Shikakugai-Katsudo-Kyoka).

Please prepare the following documents and apply to the Immigration Services Bureau. After

receiving the permission, please submit its copy and report your workplace to the Student Section.

When you get a part-time job, please submit “Notification of workplace” to your student section.
@ If you are a MEXT scholarship student, you need to get permission in advance. Before

you start to find a job, please ask your student section.

If you want to live with your family, it is strongly recommended that they arrive after you have
become familiar with life in Japan and have yourself settled down.

Entry visa for family can be obtained directly at the Japanese Embassy/Consulate in your home
country. Or, you apply COE (Certificate of Eligibility) at the Immigration Services Bureau in
Japan, then your family can take the COE to the Japanese Embassy/Consulate in your home
country to apply the entry visa. COE has the advantage of reducing time required to obtain a
visa and complete procedure.

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10. Leaving Japan

For international students who graduate/complete the course, Please submit your ‘contacts
after graduation/completion’ to the Student Section. Please complete all necessary procedures
and do not cause any troubles of unpaid fees before leaving Japan.

(1) Submission of Questionnaire

International students who graduate/complete (including withdrawal/removal) should submit
a questionnaire on ‘Paths after graduation/completion’. Please contact the Student Section on
your campus for more details.

(2) Moving Out of an Apartment

Before moving out of an apartment, please give the landlord or the real estate company at
least one month’s notice in advance. If you failed to do this, the security deposit may not be
refunded.

Also, please inform in advance to the gas company, the electric power company and the water
supply company about the moving out date and request settlement.

(3) Closing Bank Accounts

Please make sure that the scholarship, etc. have been received until the final month before
closing bank account. Also, please do not forget to cancel the credit card if any. Before you
cancel the credit card, please make sure that you have already completed all of the payments.

(4) Cancellation of Phone/Internet Provider

If you have a mobile phone, fixed-line phone, rental phone (mobile/fixed), or internet provider
contract, please inform the related company of the moving out date. Then cancel and request
settlement if any.

(5) Returning National Health Insurance Card and My Number
Card

Please complete the withdrawal procedure of the National Health Insurance. If you have the
“National Health Insurance Card”, please return it to the ward (city) office. If you obtained My
Number Card, please complete the procedure of returning it to the municipal office by the end
of your stay.

(6) Returning Residence Card and submitting “NOTIFICATION
OF THE ACCEPTING ORGANIZATION”

The residence card is to be returned to the Immigration Services Bureau at the airport when
leaving Japan. You also need to submit the Notification of the Accepting Organization to
KYUTECH before you leave. (see P.34(2) End of Period of Stay)

(7) Disposing Large-sized Garbage

Please contact the municipal office to dispose large-sized garbage if any.

(8) Sending parcel

If you want to send your parcel to home country before you leave Japan, it would be better to ask
your friend who remains in Japan to become the sender, not yourself. It is because when your
parcel cannot go through customs, customs will send it back to the address in Japan. If the sender
is not at the address on the shipping slip, in the worst case, your parcel may be confiscated.
